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Background information 

• The Framework for Sustainable Agricultural Mechanization in Africa (F-SAMA) was endorsed

by the 2017 Specialized Technical Committee (STC) meeting of AU and was launched by AUC 

and FAO in Rome on 5th October 2018.

• It informs stakeholders the significance of mainstreaming mechanization and responds to 

both the Malabo Declaration and AU Agenda 2063.

• Presents ten priority elements for developing national strategies that could be used to 

transform agriculture in Africa.

• AUC with the technical support of FAO and in collaboration with the ACT Network is working 

with stakeholders to  operationalize F-SAMA.

• An F-SAMA webinar series was launched in November 2020 to engage the DAMES and other 

stakeholders through the AfricaMechanize Platform to support  the operationalization of F-

SAMA.

• The 11 webinars conducted have attracted more than 1,760 participants from 75 countries.
